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What the NSS means for Roscommon

· Roscommon town will act as an economic driver for County Roscommon and the wider Midlands area capitalising on its strategic location on national road and rail links connecting the Midlands and the West regions and building on its proximity to the gateway in the Midlands. 

· The NSS identifies the potential for a new economic corridor through Roscommon and north Roscommon that would link the Midlands with hubs in the West such as Castlebar/Ballina and would build on existing towns such as Castlerea.

· The NSS outlines opportunities to strengthen other towns in Roscommon through physical and townscape improvements, facilities for enterprise and enhanced transport links. Harnessing these opportunities means that smaller towns will complement the attractions of larger towns by having an attractive environment for a range of residential, commercial and local enterprise activities.


· Roscommon has substantial potential for tourism and recreational amenities-related development building on the county’s diverse landscape, its cultural heritage and its waterway networks. The NSS outlines ways in which to harness these resources to diversify the rural economy and create local employment opportunities for local people.

· In relation to more rural parts of Roscommon, the NSS outlines measures aimed at revitalising areas where services such as schools etc are threatened. These measures include accommodating the housing needs of the rural community in rural areas as well as encouraging possibilities for new housing development in villages through a variety of local authority driven planning and development mechanisms.
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
