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What the NSS means for North Tipperary  

· In the emerging Land Use and Transportation Strategy for the Midwest, Nenagh has been identified as a key development centre.  

· North Tipperary is in the Midwest region catchment of the Limerick/Shannon gateway, from which it can continue to derive many benefits.  

· The NSS supports the strategy to guide the spatial and economic development of the Midwest region.  It builds on the engine of Limerick/Shannon, the coming together of a number of road and rail transport corridors, and the presence of the international airport Shannon and the seaports in the Shannon Estuary.  

· Nenagh is the county town and the NSS promotes county towns as a key building block in achieving balanced regional development.

· In relation to other towns in Tipperary, such as Roscrea, the NSS establishes the national spatial context within which it will be possible to amplify their specific developmental roles and capabilities, with this being spelled out in more detail through regional planning guidelines.

· More rural parts of Tipperary, including smaller towns and villages, are experiencing a drop in rural populations due to a reduction in farm-based employment.  The NSS outlines measures aimed at revitalising declining smaller towns and villages whose services, such as schools etc., are threatened.  These measures include encouraging new housing development in such villages through a variety of local authority driven planning and development mechanisms.
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
